WHEN IS THE TRAINING OFFERED?
This course involves 32 hours (four days) of training held one day per week for four weeks. Three
independent tracks are being offered to match shift schedules. The track offerings are as follows:
Track 1- June 21, 28, July 6, 12,2010; 0830-1700
Track 2 - June 22, 29, July 7, 13, 2010; 0830-1700
Track 3 - June 23, 30, July 8, 14,2010; 0830-1700

Students should sign up for only one of the three tracks. With the instructor's approval, limited
switching between tracks will be permitted to accommodate scheduling conflicts.

COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course meets the training requirements for a Safety Officer Type 3 (SOF3) in the incident BAY AREA
command system. Topics include: safety officer effectiveness; analysis techniques; safety messages; =
briefings and reports; and high hazard operations. Upon successful completion of this course, the
student will display the skills, knowledge, and tools necessary to be a safety officer. Course will
highlight all-hazard incidents.

This course is for personnel who work in law enforcement, fire service, public health, public works or
are assigned to an EOC and desire to be qualified as a Safety Officer Type 3 (SOF3).
